Capital grant:

At least 10% of project funded from own resources

Maximum grant either 50% of project costs or the amount required to
fund the project deficit, subject to a maximum of £25,000, whichever is lower.

Revenue grant:

At least 10% of project or gross revenue costs funded from own resources

Maximum grant either 25% of the gross revenue cost or the amount
required to fund the estimated deficit, subject to a maximum of £10,000,
whichever is lower.

Landfill disposals tax communities scheme

The geographical focus of the scheme is 5 miles around a landfill
and 5 miles around a transfer station.

Main grants from £5,000 to £49,999, the scheme can support 100%
of project costs
